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Analysis about the producing situation of herbs of Lingnan Dao in Tang dynasty
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Abstrict: In Tang Dynasty the range of Lingnan Dao was almost as same as the one which produced ”Guang herbs”, and there were

only the less half Zhous and Fus which had some herbs contributed to the imperial family. For the further learning the districted situa-

tion of herbs of Lingnan Dao,we sorted out some documents and concluded the producing situation of every Zhou and Fu ,and some

good and special herbs. We also introduced some herbs that produced in the territory of Vietnam.
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
