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Ancient Rimes Confirming the Mistake in Tun-tun-ran of the Hand Greater-Yin Meridian in Ling-shu

Abstract:In Ling-shu, Huang Di Nei Jing , the text describes twenty-five classes of yin-yang person with twenty-five jan-ending ad-
jective phrases, but only Dun-Dun-Ran was used twice, resulting in today’s belief that one of these two occurrences might be a mis-
take. In the Ming dynasty, when Zhang Jie Bin was annotating Huang Di Nei Jing, he wrote that even though the phrase has two oc-
currences in the treatise, each has its own meaning. This paper integrates the knowledge obtained in ancient Chinese phonology since
the Ming and Qing dynasties. Due to the fact that the Dun-Dun-Ran of the Hand Greater-Yin Meridian does not thyme with the rest
of the rest of the treatise, it is believed that the phrase is indeed a mistake.
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
